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Pentecost People
By Judith Dunlap

We are a Pentecost people. Like the first disciples,
we are gifted with the Holy Spirit so that we can
share our faith with others. This is not always easy.
Many of use were raised o believe that religion is
a private matter. It can be difficult for us to talk
about God about our faith. And yet, faith-sharing
in families is crucial.

We live in a culture that in many ways no longer
supports Judeo-Christian values. Thus, young
people need to hear and see the people most
important to them talking about and living the
gospel message. If faith is going to be real in their
lives, they need to see that faith is real in the lives
of those closest to them.

Celebrate Pentecost this year with your family by
reading or retelling the story from Acts 2:1-13. Talk
about how you would have felt if you were in the
upper room, and invite other family members to
do the same. Discuss the Holy Spirit in your own life.
How have you experienced the gifts of courage
and understanding? When have you felt the
Spirit’s fruits of joy and peace? Finally, have fun
with the symbols of fire and wind. Weather
permitting, spend the afternoon flying a kite. Put
together a wind chime. Have a special dinner with
lots of candles. Talk about why you think fire and
wind are symbols of the Holy Spirit.

Pentecost is the day the disciples were
empowered by the Holy Spirit to leave the safety
of the upper room and share their faith with a city
of strangers. Why not take the risk this Pentecost
and share your faith with those closest to you? If
you were one of the disciples on that first Christian
Pentecost, what would you have wanted to share
about your faith?2 Trust in the Spirit. Like those early
disciples, you may be astonished at the results.

"Winds of the Spirit”
This Week...

Pentecost Sunday is called the birthday of the church. This day celebrates the Holy Spirit coming
to the followers of Jesus in a rush of wind and tongues of fire. The Spirit gave them the gifts
they needed to go forth and be church. These gifs vary - they are as different as we are. But
we are all needed, and we are all members of one united body.

For Your Reflection

Pentecost is called the birthday of the church because before Pentecost, there really was no
church. Jesus had ascended back into the heavens, the Apostles were hanging around, scared
and confused, and nobody knew what to do. Going out to baptize people and preach about Jesus
was the last thing they had in mind because their lives would be in danger.

But Pentecost celebrates the coming of the Holy Spirit - the force that turned a bunch of
frightened, mixed-up folks into the church. There was a rush of wind, tongues of fire, and then
suddenly there was courage, knowledge, direction and commitment! Everyone started speaking
and was understood, no matter what the language of the listener was! These were saints suddenly
on fire with the Holy Spirit. And it all began with the wind and fire of the Spirit.

- What changes in you do you wish the Spirit could blow your way? How can you cooperate
with the Spirit? In what ways do you need more courage, knowledge, direction, or commitment?
What else might you need?

- In what ways are you and your parish like the disciples before Pentecost? In what ways
are you and your parish like the disciples after Pentecost?

- When people speak about your school, would they say that it has school spirit? What do
they mean by that? How is school spirit like the Holy Spirit?

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of
God’s love in Jesus. If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving
) grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey. It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-bapftized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist at the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.
