Over the years we worked together, | observed
many campus ministers—all age ranges, lay and
ordained—seeking him out for advice and
counsel. | referred more than a few. | also enjoyed
our conversations and nearly always left our
meetings with more wisdom than when | started.

| wonder what Andrew and the other disciples
thought when John called Jesus “the Lamb of
God.” Whatever it was, they must have seen in
Jesus someone who could answer their questions
or give them something they were lacking. Maybe
they saw a person their teacher admired and
decided fo seek his wisdom for themselves.

Whatever it was, something compelled them to
follow Jesus, and Jesus' own invitation to “come
and see” whetted their curiosity and desire even
more.

Today we might call that the impulse of the Spirit,
who draws us to Christ even when we're not sure
why. The challenge for us is to have the courage
to follow Jesus, ask where he's staying, and walk
with him even if we can’t see where it will lead us.

Our desire to stay with the Lord is, in itself, our
comfort and our joy.

“"We are Called”
This Week...

We are being called. Sometimes we don't realize it at first. Like Samuel we are asleep or we
need someone wise to help us discern our calling. Sometimes we do realize it, and we must change
our life, as Paul suggests, to reflect the holiness of our call. Sometimes it is more obvious, as if
Jesus is boldly asking us what we're looking for. What are we being called to? Discipleship.

For Your Reflection

Samuel is a young person, living with Eli, who is his spiritual guide. Samuel is inexperienced, and
he needs Eli to walk with him and experience life with him so he is not alone.

- Who is a spiritual guide for you? Who is an adult with life experience whom you can trust
and open up to when you have deep questions of the heart? How does this take place?
When has this helped you?

God calls Samuel as God calls each of us. Samuel needs Eli's help to understand God's call, and Eli
helps Samuel to listen and be open to what God has to say.

- Do you think you really listen to God? Do you think you are open to what God has to say
to you? How can you improve in this area?

In the Gospel Jesus asks the curious passerby what they are looking for.

- What are you looking for in life? What do you think most teenagers your age are looking
for?

- Do you think Jesus is the answer to everything most people are looking for? If not, why
not? If so,why? And if so, why don't most teenagers realize that Jesus is the answer?

In the Gospel Jesus invites curious ones o "come and see” what his life is all about.

- What do you think Jesus' life is all about?

- If you invited a complete stranger to “"come and see" what your life is all about, what
would they think about you and your values and priorities after following you around for a
week?

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of
God’s love in Jesus. If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving
} grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey. It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-baptized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist atf the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.
