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How Do We Treat the Poor?

When Pope Francis was elected, Catholics were
inspired by his humility and simplicity. When he
bowed before the people in St. Peter's Square
and asked for their prayers, the litftle crowd
gathered around the TV in the basement of the
Catholic Center was moved to tears. When he
announced that he would continue living in the
guesthouse rather than the papal apartments
and eat in the cafeteria, we cheered. But Pope
Francis also challenged us. He wanted us to
examine how we freated the poor and
marginalized of the world. In his encyclical
Laudato Si’, he confronted us with the
understanding that our misuse of the environment
impacted the poor first of all and that we could
no longer continue to consume our natural
resources in a reckless and greedy fashion.

The prophet Amos has some harsh words for those
who exploit the poor. In the Old Testament, care
for the widow, orphan, and stranger—the poorest
of the poor—were among the most righteous
things a person could do. Many prophets pointed
to the failure to do so as a sign that the people
had turned from the Lord and, in their sin, cared
only for themselves. More recent figures who also
have indicated that the measure of a society is
the way they treat their poorest members include
Ghandi, St. John Paul ll, and Dietfrich Bonhoeffer.
Christ commanded us to love one another. Surely
this includes seeing that all have the basic
necessities of life, even if that means we don't get
everything we want.

YOUTH REFLECTION

“Choosing God or Money"
This Week...

Greed, dishonesty, and injustice abound in our world. Amos warns that greedy actions will be
remembered. Jesus warns us to be trustworthy in small matters, so we might be trusted in larger
matters. And in the midst of this problematic and imperfect world, Paul asks us to pray for the
people who govern us.

For Your Reflection

Jesus tells us that trust is based on performance. If you have shown yourself to be responsible
in small things, then you will be trusted with larger things. If you have shown yourself to be
careless or dishonest, even in a small matter, you will not be trusted in a more important matter.

- Do these words ring true? How does your trust level - high or low - affect your
relationships?

- When has your “track record” with your parents or teachers come back fo haunt you?
When have you lost trust, and then lost an opportunity for something you wanted?

- When has your track record with your parents or teachers helped you? When have you
proven yourself to be responsible so that you earned a privilege you wanted?

Jesus warns us that we cannot be a slave to fwo masters - God and money. We must decide which
is more important, and then live our life accordingly.

- Do you think that Jesus is implying that you can't have any money? Or do you think Jesus
is concerned only with an excess of money, a preoccupation with material things, and the
greed that makes us jealous or dissatisfied with what we have?

- If Jesus were fo rate most teenagers based on excess of money, preoccupation with
material things, and a tendency toward greed, jealousy, and dissatisfaction, how well
would most teenagers do? How well would you do?

- Why is money such a problem? Why is greed so common? How do people learn to become
so selfish?

It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-bapftized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist at the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.
