In my family, three members like to plan for what's
ahead: What are we going to do? How will it get
done? How are we going to get thereg2 What will
happen when we do? | can tolerate certain
changes up until the day we leave, but after that,
change is difficult for me. My daughter hates
change at any point and doesn't rest until a
revised plan is made. My husband lies somewhere
in between. Our other daughter is a much more
freewheeling spirit. "I never make plans that far in
advance,” she would say when | asked her what
she was doing that evening. We would often just
stare at each other in wonder. After thirty years,
we have also rubbed off on each other in some
ways.

Becoming a disciple of Christ takes both planning
and flexibility. The planning comes in preparing
ourselves to let go of anything that gets in the way
of our service to the Lord. For most of us, that will
not be our parents, but it might be something or
someone in our society or culture. Jesus’
challenge comes in the realization that nothing
can come between Christ and us—not even our
parents—and if they did, we would need to turn
from them in order to follow him. The flexibility
comes in the understanding that we don’t know
what or who we might have to give up, or the
moment and manner in which Christ will ask us to
pick up our cross and follow in his footsteps. All we
can do is pray for the grace and courage to do
what he asks when he asks it.
